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1. TC 10 Meetings
The 2011 meeting took place in Grenoble/France on March 13 in conjunction with WG10.5’s DATE (design, automation and test in Europe) conference. 

Due to the low attendance of all recent meetings, even if they were in Europe, the 2012 meeting will be held by telephone conference. This will be an experiment.to enable a wider participation without the need for travel time and travel cost.

2. TC 10 Officers
The chairperson of WG10.3, Prof. Chris Jesshope, decided to step back in 2011 from this position because of private reasons. One of the vicechairs, Prof. Erik Maehle (University of Lübeck/Germany, maehle@iti.uni-luebeck.de), who had also taken over the responsibilities provisionally, was elected as a successor.

The chairperson of WG10.2, Prof. Marilyn Wolf, has also initiated the process to elect a successor.
3. TC10 Activities

TC10 established a new bi-annual conference (in addition to all of the conferences of its WGs) in connection with WCC 2006 in Santiago de Chile. It was called BICC (biologically inspired cooperative computing). A second BICC event was scheduled in conjunction with WCC 2008 in Milan and a third at WCC 2010 in Brisbane. The number of papers submitted to BICC has not reached the level of expectations (2010 only 13) and due to the discontinuation of WCC in its old format, BICC can not be co-located with WCC in 2012. Thus, BICC will either be merged with another conference (e.g. DIPES, SASO) or if not possible the series will be terminated.

A discussion on new areas for TC 10 was started at its 2009 meeting. The following topics were identified as potentially interesting to pursue – they were also assigned to current working groups of TC 10 to evaluate and discuss further: Wearable computing (WG 10.2), cloud computing (WG 10.4), „green“ computing (WG 10.5). The progress on these topics is reported in the respective WG chapters.

4.4.3 Meetings
WG 10.4 held two meetings during the last 12 months.  The first was in Snowmass, Colorado, US in January 2011 and the second was in Taoyuan, Taipei in July 2011. Following are details on both meetings.

The 59th meeting of IFIP WG 10.4 was hosted by Basil Smith (IBM, US) and Nick Bowen (IBM, US) in Snowmass, Colorado, US from the evening of January 12, 2011 until around noon on January 16.  The venue certainly made for a meeting that was memorable for both technical and social reasons.  Who could argue with the combination of stimulating technical discussions, brilliant weather, a meeting room with a view, and ready access to the winter activities found in the area? The main group social event was a wonderful dinner at a cabin that was reached by SnowCat. And lest I forget, the other memorable non-technical aspect was a fire alarm at 3am one morning at one of the two hotels, which left a number of attendees in the common areas and outside for 45 minutes, although fortunately, the weather was not too bad. (This was clearly a dependability problem since it was a false alarm.)  There were 35 attendees, including 14 members and 21 guests. 

The workshop at this meeting was on the topic of Dependability Issues for a Smarter Planet and was organized by Nick Bowen and Basil Smith.  There were 12 presentations, with 3 by WG members and 9 by invited guest speakers.  These speakers came from industrial organizations such as IBM, Honeywell, and MITRE, universities such as UNC-Charlotte and Florida International, and government organizations such as the US National Science Foundation. The session titles give a good sense of the technical diversity of the topics: Dependable Cities, Smart Grid, Trustworthy Healthcare, and Smart Communications/Internet Infrastructures.  As always, there was ample discussion.  Nick also ran a session at the end that attempted to identify and build on some of the themes that came up during the workshop.

The research reports portion of the meeting was held on Sunday morning and consisted of 12 talks of 15 minutes each.  
The 60th meeting of IFIP WG 10.4 was held at the South Garden Hotel in Jhong Li City (Taoyuan County), about 30 minutes away from the main international airport in Taipei and about an hour away from the city itself.  The meeting began the evening of July 1 (Friday) and continued until lunchtime on July 4 (Monday). Our host for the meeting was Prof. Sy-Yen Kuo from National Taiwan University (NTU).

As usual, the main focus of the meeting was a workshop, with this one being organized by Jean Arlat, Zbigniew Kalbarczyk, and Takashi Nanya on the topic of Hardware Issues in Dependable and Secure Computing.  This was the first meeting with a hardware focus for a number of years, and the organizers did an excellent job taking advantage of our location to attract local speakers in addition to outside experts. The workshop consisted of four sessions with the following titles: Emerging Hardware Development in Taiwan, Hardware Architectures and Systems, Hardware-related Fault Pathologies, and Assessment Methods and Techniques.  There were fourteen total talks, with five being given by WG members and nine by invited speakers. There was also a session at the end to wrap up the workshop and allow further exploration of the issues raised during the presentations.  The discussions during this session and indeed the entire workshop were very lively and touched on many important issues.

In addition to the workshop, there were two sessions devoted to research reports on Monday morning.   Five attendees took advantage of this opportunity to present a variety of topics related to dependability in their 25-minute slots.

The social aspects of the meeting were memorable as well.  On Friday afternoon prior to the opening reception, one group of attendees took a bus tour to some local sites while another group went into Taipei to visit museums.  There were also two evening events, one a barbecue run by the hotel for all its guests and the other a banquet for the meeting attendees.  The food at these meals and the lunches was delicious, and I suspect more than a few members ate more than might be advisable. And, of course, these events provided further opportunities for discussion among the meeting attendees.
Two WG 10.4 meetings are planned over the next 12 months. The 61st meeting will be held in Martinique, FR from January 26-30, 2012, with the host being David Powell (LAAS-CNRS, FR). This meeting will feature technical presentations by members and guests based on their current and forward-looking research, selected from among volunteers solicited prior to the meeting.

The 62nd WG 10.4 meeting will be held from June 28 to July 1 in Rockport, Massachusetts, US following the 42nd IEEE/IFIP Dependable Systems and Networks Conference (DSN) to be held in Boston. The host will be Bob Swarz (MITRE, US).  At this point, the topic of the technical workshop is open.

The chair of the DSN Steering Committee is Neeraj Suri (TU-Darmstadt, DE), chair of the TC-DCFT and also a WG 10.4 member, while the vice-chair is the WG 10.4 chair.

The total attendance at DSN this year was approximately 240, including students.  This total was about 20 less than the attendance at the 2010 conference in Chicago, but finances do not appear to have suffered as a result. The conference this year received financial sponsorship from the IEEE TC-DCFT, IFIP TC10, and five companies and foundations, with an additional three organizations providing support for operation of the conference.  The IFIP TC10 contribution of € 4500 was used to support both student travel awards and the William C. Carter Award (see below).
This year’s conference was organized into multiple tracks with different types of contribution formats and selection processes.  Highlights include:

· A Workshop day on Monday, June 27, during which 7 full- and half-day workshops were run. These included:

· 5th Workshop on Recent Advances in Intrusion-Tolerant Systems (WRAITS), organized by Alysson Bessani(U. Lisbon, PT), and Partha Pal (BBN Technologies, US).
· 5th Workshop on Dependable and Secure Nanocomputing (WDSN), organized by Jean Arlat (LAAS-CNRS, FR), Cristian Constantinescu (AMD, US), Johan Karlsson (Chalmers U., SW), Takashi Nanya (Canon, JP) and Alan Wood (Oracle, US).
· 3rd Workshop on Proactive Failure Avoidance, Recovery, and Maintenance (PFARM), organized by Miroslaw Malek (Humboldt U., DE), Felix Salfner (Humboldt U., DE), and Kishor Trivedi (Duke U., US).

· 1st Workshop on Dependability for Clouds, Data Centers, and Virtual Computing Environments (DCDV), organized by Jogesh Muppala (CUHK, HK), Matti Hiltunen (AT&T, US), Robert Stroud (City U London, UK), and Ji Wang (NUDT, CN).
· 7th Workshop on Hot Topics in System Dependability (HotDep), organized by Mootaz Elnozahy (IBM, US) and Andreas Haeberfen (U. Pennsylvania, US).
· 1st Workshop on Open Systems Dependability: Adaptation to a Changing World, organized by Mario Tokoro (Sony CSL, JP) and Karama Kanoun (LAAS-CNRS, FR).

· 5th International Workshop on Adapative and DependAble Mobile Ubiquitous Systems (ADAMUS), organized by  Domenico Cotroneo (U. Naples, IT) and Vincenzo De Florio (U. Antwerp, BE).
· Two Keynote Addresses, Dependable Computing in Banking and Finance Industry, by Michael Leung, Senior Vice-President and CIO of China Construction Bank (Asia) (CN), and Reliability and Security of Nano Technologies, by Way Kuo, President, City University of Hong Kong (HK).

· The two main tracks, the Dependable Computing and Communication Symposium (DCCS) and the Performance and Dependability Symposium (PDS) featured 52 selectively refereed contributions.  Of these, 38 were in DCCS and 26 were in PDS.  (See details below.)
· Two Student Forum sessions consisting of 10 student presentations.

· A Fast Abstracts session in which 9 short presentations on late-breaking research results and work-in-progress were given. 
· New this year, a Poster session held in the evening in which approximately 45 posters were available for people to browse as they enjoyed refreshments.

· A Panel on the topic of Ten Grand Challenges in Dependability for the Next Decade, organized by Saurabh Bagchi (Purdue U., US).
· Three “Birds of a Feather” (BoF) sessions:

· Can Software Save Hardware?, organized by Alan Wood (Oracle, US) and Rakesh Kumar (UIUC, US).
· Virtual Network Infrastructure Dependability: Expectations from the Infrastructure Layer?, organized by Varun Sethi (Freescale Semiconductor, US). 
· Presentation of the Carter Award, which is sponsored jointly by the IEEE CS TC-DCFT and IFIP WG 10.4, and is designed to recognize student authors of outstanding papers reporting work based on graduate dissertation research accepted in the “regular paper” category of either DCCS or PDS.  This year the recipient selected by the DSN Steering Committee was Gabriela Jacques-Silva for the paper Modeling Stream Processing Applications for Dependability Evaluation (co-authors: Zbigniew Kalbarczyk, Bugra Gedik, Henrique Andrade, Kun-Lung Wu, and Ravishankar Iyer).
For DCCS, the 26 papers were selected from 148 full submissions, while for PDS, the 26 papers were accepted from 106 full submissions.  The two-stage reviewing process that was introduced last year for both DCCS and PDS was continued.  With this process, all papers were reviewed by three PC members in a first round, with an additional two PC reviews in a second round for the slightly more than half of the papers that had at least one accept recommendation from the first round. External reviews were used for submissions that required expertise not found on the PC. As in previous years, an author response period was also used prior to the PC meeting to allow authors to respond to factual errors and misconceptions in the reviews. 

The table below summarizes the paper submissions and acceptances for DSN-2010. As has been the case since the initiation of the conference as the Fault-Tolerance Computing Symposium (FTCS) in 1970, DSN remains a highly selective conference and the premier venue for publishing research results related to highly dependable computing.

The second and third, established in 2009, are the SIG on Concepts and Ontologies organized by Al Avizienis (U. Vytautas Magnus, Lithuania), and the SIG on Education in Resilient Computing organized by Luca Simoncini (U. Pisa, Italy), respectively.
4.4.8 Other Activities: Jean-Claude Laprie Award in Dependable Computing

In June 2011, WG 10.4 voted to establish an award in honor of Jean-Claude Laprie, a founding member and former chair of WG 10.4, a former chair of TC 10, and an active member of the IFIP community in general. His pioneering contributions to the concepts and methodologies of dependability were influential in defining and unifying the field of dependable and secure computing. The Jean-Claude Laprie Award in Dependable Computing recognizes outstanding papers that have significantly influenced the theory and/or practice of Dependable Computing. It takes the form of a memorial plaque presented to the author(s) (or their representative) at the Annual IEEE/IFIP International Conference on Dependable Systems and Networks (DSN).
Any paper relating to dependable and secure computing and published in the peer-reviewed literature at least 10 years prior to the award year (e.g., 2002 or earlier for the 2012 award) is eligible for the award. The award seeks to recognize papers that have had a significant impact in the intervening years in one or more of the three following categories:
1. Technical/scientific research impact

2. Industrial/commercial product impact

3. Broad impact on the dependable computing community
The award committee for a given year is free to establish its priorities for the selection process, while respecting the criteria given above. For example, the committee may choose to recognize several significant but independent contributions on a given topic or to give priority towards younger (or conversely, older) papers. For each winning paper, the committee will provide a brief written explanation outlining the rationale for its decision in terms of the long-term impact of the work contained in the paper. Nominations may be made by any person who is familiar with the published work., and must be submitted no later than October 1 of the year preceding the award. Selection will be carried out by a committee of at least 5 persons, chaired by a person appointed by the WG 10.4 Chair. The other members of the committee will be appointed by the WG Chair in consultation with the award committee chair.
