Education systems around the world face many challenges. This conference will provide an opportunity to explore how ICT can be used successfully to address some of the significant challenges that are faced by education systems. 
The following key questions and areas for discussion were addressed: 

 _How can ICTs be used to enhance engagement with learning? In many countries there is a concern for young people who have little or no motivation to engage with school-based learning. Some working groups have moved from their website to the Ning platform, and many documents are now available on this platform. 

Marta Turcanyi-Szabo has done a huge and great job in order to install and promote the TC3 social networks. But, according to her, the social network is not functioning as well as expected! 

- LinkedIn is absolutely not used. Suggestion: rather than using mailing lists, LinkedIn TC3 Officers Group should be used for communication + short message on mailing list about communication and where to connect if one has problems. Discussions should be also initiated there as well as voting. WGs should also use the same strategy! - Many members do not have Linked in identity and do not understand why this is needed. Suggestion: Chairs should clearly communicate the need for recognizing identity and profile in professionalism for networking. - NING is also used on very low profile. Suggestion: WGs should make much better use: Discussions on forums Pages with summaries of relevant information Providing online input for conference events, making Building out strategies how to involve interested potential members into online activities. Write blogs to highlight, initiate, announce, invite, ... promoting activities and visibility. - Paper.li is not visible ... .!?!? - Twitter #TC3 NOT used - Twitter for conferences is used with low profile. Suggestion: first tweets should announce hash tag of conference using #TC3. them more transparent to non attendees, thus promoting the events and activities.

7. The TC3 Strategy: 
It seems clear to everyone that ICT and Education is a crucial topic for all countries, and that IFIP has an important role as an international organization. But our structure certainly has to evolve. TC3 gathers National Representatives from 40 different countries, and TC3 mainly works in Working Groups (9 working groups, including the Special Interest Group 3.9). Looking at the reports, it appears that some working groups are very active and efficient, while some others are more silent! In order to reactivate fully our TC, we have to rethink the main themes we want to address. 

The proposed process for our work in the next years is as follows: 

Each working group is invited to suggest some “hot topics” for ICT and Education in the 21st Century. We started the job at the TC3 meeting, and identified 4 “hot topics”: The place of Education in Society; Changing Educational Paradigms; Framework for ICT Curricula; Management for sustainable Education. 

You are all invited to contribute, according to the following planning: 

1. The hot topics will be first discussed by 4 groups of TC3 participants who were in Manchester, and then circulated through a first draft short paper to all TC3 members and working groups, and made available for discussion on the TC3 NING platform. All WGs are invited to contribute in this reflection and to enrich the topics. At the beginning of November, after suggestions and improvements by all TC3 members and WGs, a paper will be produced, and used as a background paper in the UNESCO meeting as follows:

Bernard Cornu is in charge of organizing Session 10.2 at WCC 2012. This session will take place on Wednesday 26 September 2012 – 11:00-12:30. The session will be devoted to “Education for Innovation”. The speakers will be: Larry Johnson, (the Horizon Project) – CEO of The New Media Consortium, USA; R.K. Shyamasundar, Tata Institute of Fundamental Research, School of Technology and Computer, India; Alain Senteni, Dean of the School of e-Education (SEED) at Hamdan Bin Mohammed e-University, Dubai, UAE.

The session will consist in a keynote address by Larry Johnson, followed by 2 addresses in response by the two other speakers, then a general discussion with the speakers and the audience. 

Presentation of the session: 

In our societies, profoundly transformed by digital technologies, innovation has become a core stake for economical and social development. We need innovators, but we also need to involve everyone in the process of innovation. Of course, innovation is not a school subject, and is not taught as a subject in universities. Therefore, we have to prepare innovators, we have to give innovative abilities to all pupils and students. There will not be Innovation if Education does not take it into account. But how? How can we educate for innovation towards 2020? How can university and school education be a motivator for innovation rather than a killer? How can universities and schools develop creativity and innovation? Through the example of “networks”, Dr Larry Johnson, the famous founder of the “Horizon Project”, will show how educational institutions must change their vision of the world in order to widen their decision framework, so that necessary changes are made possible. Prof. RK Shyamasundar will discuss the necessity for including integration of technology with human social dynamics. Innovation needs a combination of computing with social models. Impact on Society only occurs if some hidden patterns are made visible. Then Prof. Alain Senteni will develop some ideas about educating for innovation. How can education institutions become incubators of innovation? Which pedagogies can enhance creativity and innovation? The 3 speakers will debate together, and the audience is invited to take part in the discussion.

The Chair would like to raise the quality of publications - this holds for TC3 in general. If a researcher is measured by the quality and the citation of his or her papers – any publication that is "hidden" on a conference CD and never seen again after a conference is just worthless. ACM with its huge digital library is there much more attractive and that is why researchers are shifting in this 

community. Maybe IFIP TC3 in general should try to put its upcoming publications there as well. It must be possible, because a number of non-ACM conferences have been published there as well. Moreover, any association is only as good as it has an added-value for its members. For instance, in the didactics of informatics working group of the German Informatics association, there is a research wiki for computer science education: 

http://wiki.informatikdidaktik.de/index.php/Hauptseite . Right now it is only in German, but there will be an english version of that as well soon. If IFIP TC3 would have such a wiki, with national contributions of dissertations, conferences, publications, research projects etc. this could be something to attract many new members because something like this does not exist so far. It would be a key resource for our field (and ACM does not have something like this so far!!!).

Overall, WG 3.7 continues to be an active group. Ways to expand membership, developing contacts from the 2012 conference, and in the USA (where there are a number of pertinent research activities in place, related to the field of WG 3.7) are under regular review. 

2012 ITEM Conference: 
This year, a great deal of time has been devoted to the organisation of the ITEM conference. The 2012 conference (the tenth WG 3.7 conference since 1994) has been organised by Andreas Breiter and Adrie Visscher. The local organisation has been provided by the team at the Institute for Information Management at the University of Bremen. The conference was held in Bremen, Germany, between 5th and 8th August 2012. The dates have been selected to allow participants to attend comfortably both the WG 3.7 and WG 3.4 conferences (the latter held in Tallinn, Estonia between 30th July and 4th August 2012). 

The main theme of ITEM 2012 is the changing scope of information systems for educational management. Hence, the official title is “Next generation ITEM”. The ITEM 2012 conference has attracted participants from across many continents – papers have been received from participants in Australia, Asia and North America, as well as from across Europe. In total, some 17 papers have been received. They range from technical papers to evaluations of implementations of information systems. There is a core group of researchers submitting papers but we have attracted new international researchers. Additionally, PhD students have been attracted to submit papers. 

Following the conference, participants had chance to refine their papers, and to submit them for final review by 15th October. Papers that have addressed previous reviewer comments, and are agreed for inclusion by a final review, will be accepted for publication. Don Passey has agreed to be the principal editor of the volume, which will be published by Springer. 

Next ITEM conference: 
The venue for the next conference, to be held in 2014, is already under discussion. Suggestions for venues so far include India and the USA.

1. Icms – the IFIP Conference Management System has all functions for paper handling (submission, peer reviewing, contact with authors, …) and conference program development (planning of a session grid, allocation of presentations to sessions, finalizing of the conference schedule, …). It has now reached a level of development that we can label it a product. 

During the report period the instance for the WCCE 2013 in Torun, Poland has been setup. It will be finished during the meeting in Manchester and linked to the official WCCE 2013 Torun website. 

For the next month the following improvements are planned: 

To facilitate the starting process a handbook for conference organizers will be edited and the possibility to try the system in a test conference will be provided. 

The existing database of authors / presenters of the last conferences will be upgraded to a database of IFIP TC3 conference participants. This will allow a better advertising of our activities, a continuous information of our working group members and a post conference maintenance of the participants. 

The possibilities of linking Icms with social media in order to a better promotion of the events will be investigated.

14. Contribution of TC3 in the AGORA Initiative. 
(Report by Sindre Roesvik). During the six years of the AGORA initiative it has been held a number of workshops with the overarching idea establish transversal groups and work throughout IFIP. It has also been a goal to create dynamic networks and communities of practice beyond IFIP. During our strategic TC3 meeting in Poitiers we had an AGORA workshop focusing on finding a way to involve other TCs and groups outside IFIP. The main conclusion was to work inside other conferences and groups rather than running our own AGORA workshops. For 2011 we therefore held a workshop in Dubai, within HBMeU Annual Congress, on lifelong learning and learning organisations, together with Raymond Morel. Other planned activities was postponed due to lack of financing except the joint workshop with MATURE (EU project). This event was approved by the IFIP president Leon Strous. I have tried to spur a debate on our ning-platform to find new ideas or roads toward future activities involving a broader community, with little response. The workshop in itself was a success, but ended as a standalone event with no path to future activities. Similar events can be organised by announcing events attracting a wider audience, fulfilling real needs of individuals and organisations. 

When IFIP GA turned down the application for AGORA funding I considered it for closed, even if it could be an instrument for development of a future IFIP or TC3. I addressed some question on Ning with little response but still expected it to be discussed during our TC3 AGM in Manchester 2012. 

Finally the IFIP board in April this year informed us that AGORA was allocated € 10.000 for 2012. This changes the situation quite a lot since it means that IFIP still have an interest in the AGORA initiative, not only for TC3. This will need to be discussed at the AGM and further within the AGORA/executive group in communication with the IFIP president. 

The goal as I see it is still to involve other TCs to fulfil the original goal of developing IFIP into an open, transversal and dynamic organisation. We may also consider a way to start from scratch with a new initiative involving several TC and other IFIP bodies from the beginning.

All issues for 2012 have now been typeset by Springer and publication is running to schedule. Springer is very pleased with the journal‟s progress. At present we have been publishing 6 articles per issue, but as the number of submitted articles continues to grow – the journal now attracts a good number of articles from around the world – Springer has agreed that from 2013 on we can include 8 or even 10 papers in a „normal‟ issue and more in a Special Issue. I have discussed this with the Associate Editors and we are agreed to aim for 8-10 papers in the „normal‟ issues of the journal for 2013. We will reconsider this for 2014 and look at the possibility of even more articles per issue, as long as they are all of sufficient quality. 

For 2013 we have two Special Issues planned: 

1. A conference issue covering three international conferences - 

4th International Conference on Computer Supported Education (CSEDU) Porto, April 2012 

ICT and Informatics in a Globalized World of Education, Facing the Future – Reflecting on the Past (IIGWE2011), held in Mombasa in August 2011 

Assessing educational challenges: the role of ICT, Manchester, July 2012 

This issue will have three sections, each with its own Guest Editors. In most cases there are more than one for each section, but the corresponding Guest Editors are: João Teixeira, Alnaaz Kassam and David Benzie. This issue will contain a much larger number of papers – perhaps 15-18 and will (hopefully) be Issue 1, 2013 

2. Intergenerational Learning and Technologies, Guest Editor – Don Passey (Issue 4). 

This means that we will have only two „normal‟ issues for 2013 which will mean that the number of accepted articles in „Online First‟ will continue to grow. For 2014 we should have only one special issue so that accepted authors do not have too long to wait. We currently have 30 articles waiting and will use around 16-20 of these in the two „normal‟ issues in 2013. 

The new Editorial Board is working well and I have been very pleased with the members‟ responses and suggestions to several issues I have raised. 

One thing that has been disappointing, however, is that there have been very few articles from any of the IFIP TC3 Working Groups. Although we have plenty of articles coming in (- we reject almost 60% of submitted articles), as TC3 is the official sponsor of the journal it would be good to see some articles coming from TC3 sources. I thus request that each of the WG chairs (- all are also on the journal‟s Editorial Board) encourage their members to write for the journal on both working group activities and also on their own research in the area.
